Energetic metal sounds and catchy pop tunes create the unique Sym-
phonic Metal blend of the German band Aurora.

Aurora, goddess of dawn and sister to Sol and Luna, inhabits both
light and darkness simultaneously. Said duality is figuratively illustra-
ted by expressive, versatile vocals filtering through the harsh riffs of
the guitar in almost foreboding manner before congregating in a per-
fect clash of brute metal forces and dulcet soprano lines.

Modern and dismal metal sounds paired with appealing melodies that
cumulate in rousing choruses generate a refreshingly novel sound ex-
perience within the chosen genre.

Through imposing drums and restless bass lines, Aurora manages to
transport its audience through the darkest nights to teeter on the edge
of the abyss before commanding the sun rise and dispense the gloom.
Rich brass sounds coupled with the gentle timbre of strings enhance
the sonic color spectrum ranging from dubious moonlight to the war-
ming break of dawn.
